Commitment

Conduct
1. I will play fair and obey the rules of the game.
2. I will not argue with or question the calls of the officials.
3. I will always show good sportsmanship.
4. I will use proper language at all times. | will not swear, curse, or use any inappropriate language.
5. I will never strike, shove, threaten to strike, or lay a hand on an official, player, coach or

spectator.

Consequences

If players do not live up to their commitment to the team, or if they violate the Code of Conduct, the
following consequences may result.

1. Verbal warning. This warning could come from the official, Head Coach, or team coach.

2. Removal from game. A player may be required to leave the field area during the game by an
official or team coach.

3. Suspension from future games. If a player consistently engages in inappropriate conduct, or
engages in a single case of severe conduct as determined by the Board of Directors, he or she may be
suspended from a number of games by the Rock Run Board of Directors.

5. Player suspension for season. In rare cases, players may be suspended for the remainder of a
season by the Rock Run Soccer Club Board of Directors.

Player suspension decisions will be made by the Rock Run Soccer Club Board of Directors at a board
meeting to be attended by all parties involved. All decisions of the Board of Directors interpreting this
Player Commitment and Code of Conduct are final.
